Regional Arts Victoria (RAV) inspires art 
across the state. Through various 
methods including funding artistic projects, 
they develop and sustain creative 
communities and artistic practice all over 
Victoria. Bbaa recently was successful in 
receiving a Regional Arts Fund grant for a 
large mosaic sculpture 
to be placed in 
Yarragon called óPat, 
the Dogô. We are 
excited because we 
have a long history with 
mosaics that began with 
our local internationally 
recognised mosaic artist 
Maery Gabriel. 

When Maery Gabriel 
died in 2012, she left 
much of her tesserae, 
equipment and mosaic 
artworks to Bbaa. 

This, together with a 
grant from the council 
went to fund a óMosaic 
Centre of Excellenceô 
within the Baw Baw Arts 
Alliance. This has given 
rise to a very dynamic, 
highly skilled and inspired group of mosaic 
artists that meet weekly on Thursdays at 
Trafalgar Art Space 2. The group teach 
and support one another, arrange 
professional development, and encourage 
each other to travel interstate to learn 
more. 

As a group, we have often discussed the 
idea of a ógroup projectô. A little fountain 
perhaps, or a bench. Maybe some angel 
wings. If we put a large project in the area 
next to the Station Gallery in Yarragon it 
would potentially increase visitors not only 
to the Gallery, but also to Yarragon. And it 
would also solidify our position as a 
mosaic based artistic centre of excellence. 
The Bbaa Committee of Management 
have been ever supportive and hopeful 

that we would make up our minds to go 
ahead with a project. At any mention of 
the project sculptor Jessie McLennan has 
offered to make the substrate. Substrate is 
the technical term for whatever material is 
underneath the tiles, or tesserae to also 
give them their technical name. 

When we applied for 
funding from RAV for the 
group project earlier this 
year filling in the 
submission required a lot 
of thought and planning. 
All of the where, which, 
how, why, who, and who 
will do what had to be 
identified. The process 
provided an excellent 
focus for the whole 
process. 

Well, what are we doing? 
Actually in recognition of 
all the pet dogs that have 
lived and been loved in 
the district, we aim to put 
in a two metre high dog 
covered with mosaic. 
Our project summary in 
our application was as 

follows. "Drawing inspiration from the work 
of Jeff Koons who constructed a 
ódisarming, non-threatening, peaceful and 
happy puppyô at the Guggenheim 
Museum, we aim to construct a two metre 
high dog. In a tribute to the internationally 
renowned mosaicist Maery Gabriel, who 
lived in Baw Baw, we will cover the dog 
with a community made mosaic 
patchwork. Pat, the Dog will go on the 
north side of the highway next to the 
Station Gallery." 

The project is set to begin on the 1st 
October this year. Workshops will be run 
to learn how to construct the substrate 
and to teach tile cutting and mosaic 
design.

I have had very little art training, however I have attended 
group art projects and used to practice at a group called 
óBeautiful Mindsô, where I would eventually exhibit my 
first artwork. I first became interested in art when I was 
very young and entered colouring competitions. As I 
grew up it was an outlet to express myself, my ideas and 
how I could improve my interpretation of the world 
around me. 

I usually work in oils because they are interesting when 
blending colours into one another to get the desired 
effect of flow and contrast. Much of my work is in oils but 
also acrylics because I use heavy brush strokes and like 
to make the focal point stand out more with contrast. 

Over time I have dabbled in chalk pastels and charcoal 
and love smudging colours to create a whole new effect. 
My organic style has somewhat improved along with my 
understanding of contrast but in future I would like to 
experiment with sculptures especially with tree bark, and 
also would like to test watercolors. 

While I gain inspiration for new work from colours and 
textures I also gather inspiration from my dreams, which 
are often very surreal, in order to create a physical 
manifestation of them. From such inspiration I try to paint 
a basic landscape, such as a desert, and then add detail 
continually until it is completed to my satisfaction. 

I am also inspired by Picassoôs paintings with their broad 
brushstrokes and the almost surreal emotions they elicit. 

In my current exhibition, óTimothyôs Tripô, my favourite 
painting is óThe Flameô. Because of its varied textures it 
delves into two different ideas such as burning out and 
escape. However my favourite painting overall is 
Picasso's óWeeping Womanô, because of its cubist style 
and emotional visuals. Perhaps it is because I have 
Schizophrenia that I find Picassoôs work appealing. What 
I do know is that my artwork is an outlet for the 
suppression of my illness. 

Artist Profile:  Tim OôShannessy  by Carol Monson

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Ingrid Thomas has always painted and drawn so it was not a huge step for her to 
become an Art Teacher in the Primary sector. Initially she hoped to study at the Royal 
Melbourne Institute of Technology (RMIT) but instead studied primary teaching where 
she majored in Ceramics. Thus began a career in which she passed on her passion for 
Art to her students, all the while envying them their freedom to explore and experiment 
with the range of materials, tools and techniques her teaching gave them. 

Most artists will know that having a passion for something does not make you an 
experienced Art practitioner and this has led Ingrid to complete a TAFE course where 
she learned from wonderful teachers. It also means she is constantly attending 
workshops in a huge range of mediums: watercolour, portraiture, pastel, ceramics, 
printing, felting. 

She says she did start a graphic design course and webpage design but realized that 

óattention to detail was not my strongest point but it did lead me on to starting up the 
Gippsland Artistsô webpage when most artists didnôt have their own web presenceô. 

Her work and the many discoveries through workshops led Ingrid to immerse herself in 
the world of community arts and subsequently the establishment of the Baw Baw Arts 

Alliance followed by the redevelopment of the Yarragon and Trafalgar Railway Stations to become galleries and art 
workshop centres. In recognition for her tireless work in the community Arts she received a Victorian State Award 
from the then Premier of Victoria, Ted Baillieu he described as acknowledgement of óexcessive volunteeringô. 

The list of projects in which she has been involved is endless but to 
name a few is important: creative knitting and yarn bombing around 
Drouin and Warragul, the Johnson Collection Christmas exhibition, the 
Anzac poppy project, painting bollards for the Linear Arts Trail, the 
creation of a mosaic in the Bourke Street Park under the direction of 
renowned mosaic artist Maery Gabriel, involvement in the Ficifolia Art 
Show, ongoing membership of the Baw Baw Arts Alliance Management 
Committee and regular participation in a number of the Art groups run 
by the Baw Baw Arts Alliance. 

Despite having experience in a wide range of visual arts media Ingrid 
specifically enjoys using watercolours because they have a great deal 
of luminosity, but unfortunately:  

óthey need to be framed and it works out to be expensive particularly if 
the work doesn't sell. Watercolour also requires a lot of concentration 
and planning. (not my strong point at this time) I also enjoy using 

pastels, with their beautiful colours but 
they are more difficult to carry around 
whilst working.ô 

Currently however Ingrid is doing a 
great deal of work in acrylics because 
she likes the fact that they dry quickly 
and she can paint in layers. She 
enjoys the intense colours and can 
work on a number of very different 
paintings at the same time because óit 
stops me getting too precious and overworking any particular one. There are 
drawbacks such as the difficulty with blending colours due to the quick drying.ô 

It is easy to gather that Ingrid does not let the grass grow under her feet artistically 
because her style has evolved over the years from realistic paintings to those that 
demonstrate exciting movement and vibrant colour; paintings that never stand still. 
It is colour that inspires Ingrid and helps her determine where they lead in any new 
piece. She is also inspired by the natural environment but unlike some 
photographers who wish to replicate what they see in camera Ingrid hopes always 
to take an unusual viewpoint.  In pursuit of a different viewpoint Ingrid explores a 
theme in a variety of ways, and with different media. On reflection Ingrid 
commented that:  

óInitially I was fascinated with the rocks at the Prom, and loved the interplay of air, 
water and rock. But once I was the órock lady' it was time to change. Trees were the 
next frontier. I like to paint a feeling rather than an exact reproduction of scene. 

Painting for the Gardivalia festival made flowers the next topic. 

ñExuberanceò is my mantraô.

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Artist Profile:  Wayne Pollard by Carol Monson 

Wayne Pollard is a long-term member of Bbaa but the forthcoming photography 
exhibition on óThe Wallô in August is his first at the óStation Galleryô, Yarragon. He 
has previously exhibited in 2018 at the óRed Tree Galleryô in Jindivick, the óFicifolia 
Festival Art Showô and the óCourthouseô in Yarram 

His chosen artistic medium these days is photography despite having written and 
enjoyed poetry for many years. He has also drawn using black pens as his 
preferred medium but has taken photographs all his adult life. Like so many artists 
Wayne has had no formal training but is trying to make up for this lack by studying 
the work of other photographers, becoming a member of the Monash Gallery of 
Art that is exclusively for photography and making sure he attends the Ballarat 
Foto Biennale. He is also currently undertaking a photographic course online.  

During the 1970ôs Wayne did a broad spectrum art course at an Adelaide TAFE. 
In Adelaide he had a workshop at the óJam Factoryô where he designed and 
created, made to measure clothing in collaboration with weavers, knitters and 
fabric dyers.  

Despite his lack of formal training in photography Wayne is constantly seeking 
inspiration from different periods of art such as Pictorialism, a photographic 
movement from 1885 to about 1915 and the Social Documentary movement of 
the 1930s from the USA. However his favourite photographer is Dadaist and 
Surrealist photographer, Man Ray. Man Ray was also an artist, designer, sculptor 
and film maker who inspires many photographers, including Wayne.  

Around 2010 Wayne purchased a DSLR after attending a basic camera photography course. He went along with a 
35 mm film SLR but discovered it was for DSLR cameras only. As he says óSince then I have explored many 
narratives. I think the DSLR initiated a desire to consider photography on a different level.ô 

It has not taken him long to recognize that ódigital is the go, however I enjoy 35mm film.ô One print in his exhibition is 
from 35mm film negative. 
He has struck a compromise by using both SLR 35mm film and DSLR. Before venturing out to take photographs 
Wayne is careful to decide where he is going, for example, the Bunyip State Forest after the bush fires. Having 
decided on his shoot he considers what lenses to take, packs a tripod, ensures camera batteries are okay, cleans 
lenses and says óI hit a caf® before I start.ô 

When out Wayne believes it is crucial to keep an open mind so that he can see creatively and even though he uses 
a manual setting on both the DSLR and SLR he still needs to check basic settings like white light balance. 

While Wayneôs photographic style is still evolving he gains inspiration from a variety of settings.  
óAt the moment I am inspired by the effects that farming and the long drought is having on rivers and creeks and the 
landscape predominantly in West Gippsland. This includes derelict building and abandoned machinery.ô 

These days he works towards a more considered approach regarding composition, light and how photographs are 
taken for example, focal length, exposure, changing white balance. At this stage he is something of a purist by not 
seeing Photoshop as a significant tool.  

Wayne has some plans for the future of his photography: he hopes to incorporate more 35mm film using colour and 
black and white and explore different methods of printing. He is also challenged by the notion of photo collages and 
creating settings for still life pictures.
